 

what-    an historic town. eat outside or inside in cafes and restaurants, shop for pottery, art and food in small artisan workshops, visit the characteristic large houses (“hotels”) in the ancient town centre
where-  about 10 minutes’ drive away 

accessibility- paying car park close to the old centre. other car parks a short walk from centre. gently sloping winding narrow streets
how to get there-

from the stonehouse, take a right onto bvld Anselme Nougaret. at the junction with stop sign, take a right signed PEZENAS     and follow the road to the end. At the junction, go straight over and turn left, signed A9
go over two roundabouts, then you come to a large roundabout with a Renault car showroom on the right. Take the third exit from the roundabout and go past McDonald’s and the Carrefour supermarket on the left, continue straight through the traffic lights to the end of this road- you will see a large free car park behind a row of trees in front of you. You can park here, or follow the road around to the left and you will see a pay car park on the left. Take a ticket at the barrier, pay with coins at the machine before you exit. 

If you don’t want to pay, continue past the pay car park, take a left up the one way street next to the tourist office and a little square, and watch out for a sign for Parking VOLTAIRE on the right. this is a free car park about 5 minutes’ walk from the historic centre. from this car park, turn left and walk up the road until you see the old town centre on the right hand side. when you drive back out of the car park, go straight down the very narrow road opposite the exit, when you come to the end, turn left and then carry on to the end, where you make a right, then right again at the next intersection signed CAUX
Just next to the paying car park is a really nice pizza and salad restaurant, 

“le yacca”  t 04 67 98 21 48
from the paying car park, walk past the row of restaurants until you come to the post office- a yellow building on the corner. turn left and take the first small road  on the right, which will take you up to a small square, place gambetta, in the middle of the old town. 

in the square are some restaurants and shops- “pomme d’amour”, just around the corner in rue albert paul allies, is a friendly small restaurant with traditional french food (very good moules & frites!!).

take the little road on the right of the old town hall up towards the old castle and you will find “le 5 gallery” for really nice food or just a drink. otherwise, explore the small side streets leading off the square- tiny artisan workshops and interesting ‘one off’ boutiques selling all kinds of arts and crafts

just off the square, at 10 rue merciere  is “les palmiers”, a little more expensive, but great atmosphere and excellent food, although service can be a little slow! reservation recommended t 0467 09 42 56

A really fancy restaurant is “l’ entre pots” - very expensive (dinner for 2= 120 euros including wine) but worth it ! reservation is essential!
