 

what-    short running, walking or cycle routes around the local vineyards and olive groves

on the way, two local wine producers where you can buy wine, views of the hills and espinouse mountains, pick almonds and figs if they are in season!

accessibility-  short to medium length walks on mostly paved roads- watch out for the very occasional car or tractor!  gentle gradients make easy walking, moderately challenging running or cycling. routes vary from 1.5 km to 3km and are suitable for families with children – also good for dog walking as there are no farm animals en route.
how to get there-

from the stone house, take a right onto bvld anselme nougaret
take the first right onto avenue de mougeres, and then immediately right onto avenue du calvaire. walk up to the top of this road until you see a small garden surrounded by iron railings with statues of the crucifixion. take the road to the left of this garden- chemin de la mountade- and follow this road out of the village. this is the start of three circuits of varying length.

route one 

continue on chemin de la mountade. as you pass the last house, you will find a fig tree on the right hand side of the path- you can eat the figs if they are in season. a little further on the right, there is an almond tree- the round green fruit splits open to reveal the almond when it is ready to eat. 

continuing downhill with vineyards on the left, on your right you will see a nice view across a cornfield to the hills above the village of NEFFIES.

a little further on you will go through trees and an embankment on both sides of the path. look for a stone cross on the right and take the path next to it. 

follow this path up through the vineyard and down the other side until you come to an intersection with another paved path- turn right and go up this path, passing the big grey farm building on the left. at the top of this path, where you see the houses on top of the hill, turn right and continue up this road- rue des oliviers- keeping the houses on your left. this road will take you back past the crucifixion garden – carry straight over the intersection onto avenue du calvaire and back to the stone house 

route two

start off the same as route one, but go past the stone cross and take the next right- follow the path through the vineyards until you come to a small group of trees. you will see a path going down to the right and a small path going up to the left  

take the right hand path down the hill until you see a paved path coming up on the left hand side. take this path up past the grey farm building, turn right at the top and past the houses on the left until you come to an intersection, go straight over onto avenue du calvaire and back down to the stone house
route three

continue past the stone cross and carry on over the hill- you will see some terraced olive groves on the hillside to your right. ahead of you is the village of ROUJAN, and behind it, the ESPINOUSE mountains. 

carry on down the hill until you come to a winemaker- domaine de bayelle- which you can visit and where you can buy good local wine direct.

the pink church building at the bottom of the hill in the near distance is the convent of NOTRE DAME de MOUGERES.  this is also where they make a good local wine- chartreuse de mougeres. there is a showroom where you can buy wine direct- or, if you like, we can arrange a visit and tour. to get to mougeres, just carry on down the hill and turn right at the very end of the road- the wine showroom is on the left of the little square, opposite the church- ask us about opening times. you can also drive to mougeres!

to continue the route, take the path on the right just before you get to domaine de bayelle- next to the big grey shed- and carry on up the path, past the little cottage on the left. at the end of the path turn right onto the paved road and carry straight on up the hill, past the big grey farm building on the left, turn right at the top, past the houses on the left and down to the intersection. continue straight over onto avenue du calvaire, left at the bottom, then left again to get back to the stone house
of course, you can do it all in reverse- good views on the way down!
